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PART I.  GENERAL 
 
1.1  INTENT TO AWARD WITHOUT DISCUSSIONS 
 

The Government intends to evaluate all proposals received and award a contract without conducting 
discussions; therefore, the initial proposal shall conform to the solicitation requirements and should contain the 
best offer from a technical and price standpoint. 

 
1.2 COMPETITIVE RANGE: 
 

If discussions are deemed necessary to maximize the Government's ability to obtain the best value, discussions 
will be held with those Offerors within the competitive range.  The Government may limit the number of 
proposals in the competitive range to the most highly rated proposals, considering price and technical merit.   

 
1.3  ENFORCEABILITY OF PROPOSAL: 
 

The proposal must set forth full, accurate and complete information as required by this solicitation. The 
Government will rely on such information in the award of a contract.  By submission of the offer, the Offeror 
agrees that all items proposed (e.g., subcontractors and subconsultants with teaming agreements, workforce 
housing logistics and material management plan, etc.) will be utilized for the duration of the contract and any 
substitutions will be equal or better than as proposed and accepted for contract award and shall have prior 
Contracting Officer's approval.  
 

 
PART II.  EVALUATION FACTORS / RATING SCHEME 
 
2.1 EVALUATION CRITERIA AND BASIS OF AWARD 
  

The contract resulting from this solicitation will be awarded to the responsible Offeror whose offer, conforming 
to the solicitation, is determined to be the most advantageous to the Government considering "Price" and 
"Technical" evaluation factors.  Award may be made to other than the lowest priced Offerors or other than the 
highest technically rated Offerors.  The "Technical" evaluation factors, when combined, are considered 
approximately equal to "Price".  Business judgments and tradeoffs will be used to determine the proposals 
offering the "Best Value" to the Government.  In determining the best value to the Government, the Government 
need not quantify the tradeoffs that led to the best value decisions.  

 
2.2  PRICE EVALUATION FACTOR 
 

a.  In accordance with FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options, the Government will evaluate offers by adding the 
total price for the option items (CLINs 0004 through 0007) to the total price for the basic requirement (CLINs 
0001 through 0003). 

 
b.  The price for Items 0001 through 0007 will be added together for a sum total and the following techniques 
will be used to evaluate the sum total to ensure that it is fair and reasonable: 
 

 Comparison of proposed prices received in response to the solicitation 
 Comparison of proposed prices with the independent Government Estimate 
 

c.  The price proposal will initially be evaluated separately from the technical proposal.  The Government will 
ultimately evaluate the price proposal in comparison to the relative technical evaluation.  The Government has 
the discretion of determining which offer is most advantageous to the Government considering price and the 
relative technical quality of the proposal.

FACTOR 1:  PAST PERFORMANCE   
 
BASIS OF EVALUATION  
 
Subfactor 1A, Offeror’s Past Performance – The Offeror’s past performance will be evaluated based upon 
customer satisfaction in the construction of “relevant” projects completed or substantially completed within the last 
five (5) years.  Customer satisfaction will be measured based upon quality control, timely performance, 
effectiveness of management, and compliance with safety standards.  Further, as an integral part of customer 
satisfaction, the Offeror’s safety record will also be evaluated.   
 
Subfactor 1B, Design Firm’s Past Performance - The lead design firm’s past performance will be evaluated for 
customer satisfaction in the design of “relevant” projects completed within the last five (5) years.  Design firm’s past 
performance will be evaluated on customer satisfaction based on recentness and relevancy of projects, general trends 
in performance, quality of work, compliance with performance schedules, cooperation and responsiveness. 
 
NOTES: 
 
1.  The definition of “relevant” project:   
 
For the Offeror:  Construction of underground and above ground utility systems (including water, sewer, electrical 
or communications) and site improvements (including roadways, grading or structures) completed or substantially 
completed within the past five (5) years.  “Substantially completed” is defined as at least 90% physically complete.  
The value of the submitted project shall include, as a minimum, utilities and site improvements of approximately 
$10,000,000 construction cost.  
 
For the Designer: Design of underground and above ground utility systems (including water, sewer, electrical or 
communications) and site improvements (including roadways, grading or structures) completed or substantially 
completed within the past five (5) years.  The value of the submitted project shall include, as a minimum, utilities 
and site improvements of approximately $5,000,000 design cost.  "Completed or substantially complete" is defined 
as a design project that is completed and a construction contract was awarded and the project is under construction. 
 
The Offeror shall clearly document the estimated construction cost of the utilities and site improvement work 
elements for the submitted project. 

DOCUMENT 00202 – EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD 
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2.  For the Offeror, construction projects that greatly exceed $10,000,000.00 in construction dollar may be given 
more favorable consideration.   
 
3.  For the Designer, design project that greatly exceed $5,000,000.00 in design value may be given more favorable 
consideration.   
 
4.  Projects that were performed in a remote location may be given more favorable consideration. 
 
5.  In evaluating past performance, the Government may consider information in the Offeror’s proposal and 
information gathered from other sources including former customers, Government agencies, federal databases and 
other references.  The information provided by the Offeror may provide the major portion of the information used in 
the Government’s evaluation for past performance.  The Government however, is not restricted to the information 
provided by the Offeror and may use other sources to assess  past performance information such as the Past 
Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS), Construction Contractor Appraisal Support System (CCASS), 
Architect-Engineer Contract Administration Support System (ACASS), and inquiries with previous customers / 
owners.  
 
6.  Definition:  “Offeror” typically refers to a single corporation submitting the proposal as a prime contractor.  
“Offeror” is also defined as other legal entities such as joint ventures, Limited Partnerships (LTD), and Limited 
Liability Companies (LLC).  In its evaluation of past performance, the Government’s evaluation will generally focus 
on the entities submitting the proposal (single corporation, individual joint venture partners, the LTD or the LLC).   
 
If an Offeror is utilizing past performance information of affiliates/subsidiaries/parent /LLC/LTD member 
companies (name is not exactly as stated on the SF1442), the proposal shall clearly demonstrate that the 
affiliate/subsidiary/parent/LLC/LTD member companies will have meaningful involvement in the performance of 
the contract in order for the past performance information of the affiliate/subsidiary/parent/LLC/LTD member 
companies to be considered.

7.  A subcontractor’s or subconsultant’s (e.g., design firm) past performance will not be given the same level of 
consideration as either the prime contractor or the joint venture partner because there is no direct legal relationship 
between the Government and the subcontractor/subconsultant.  The Government will consider the past performance 
and experience of a subcontractor/subconsultant where the prime contractor provides, in its proposal, evidence of a 
binding teaming agreement or other contractual agreement which creates legal responsibility on the part of the prime 
contractor and the subcontractor/subconsultant to enter into a subcontract . However, the level of consideration will 
depend on the extent to which the proposal demonstrates the prime contractor’s commitment to award a subcontract 
to the subcontractor/subconsultant and subcontractor's/subconsultant’s commitment to enter into a subcontract with 
the prime contractor, including legal accountability for both parties.

OSHA Lost Workday Incidence Rate (LWDIR) is based on the following industry standard calculation:

OSHA Recordable Incident Rate (RIR) is based on the following industry standard calculation: 
    (200,000 x C)/B 
 
Where C = the number of recordable incidents and B = total number of hours worked 
 
Only complete year safety data will be considered. Partial year data will not be considered. If data is not available 
for an entire five-year period, the Offeror shall provide an explanation. If the data is not available from the insurance 
carrier, the Offeror shall provide a letter from the insurance carrier certifying that it is not available.

CCASS ratings and Attachment (3) 
customer evaluations will be given more consideration than letters of appreciation/commendation/ recommendation, 
awards, etc. 
    
(2) In addition to submitting the information shown in Attachment (1), the Offeror shall submit Attachment (7) to 
address safety.  If the Offeror is a Joint Venture or Limited Liability Company or other types of business entity other 
than a single corporation, one Attachment (7) should be submitted for the Joint Venture partner/member companies, 
etc.  Offeror’s shall provide an explanation of any high rates (e.g., Experience Modification Rate (EMR) 0.91 or 
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greater; Lost workday Incidence Rate (LWDIR) 3.1 or greater, and Recordable Incident Rate (RIR) 7.1 or greater).  
The Government’s sources of information for evaluating safety may include, but are not limited to, OSHA and 
CCASS.  While the Government may elect to consider data from other sources, the burden of providing detailed, 
current, accurate and complete safety information rest with the Offeror.   
 
 
PROPOSAL SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
